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The Night the LINK Nomads Came
to Lubbock

Do you remember when you lost the innocent idea
that the world might not be an entirely good place?
Today do you feel a twinge in your gut when you
see pictures of malnourished African orphans?
Well, on Monday, September 26th | saw such
pictures of North Korean starving children and
citizens beaten in secret prison camps in North
Korea. This is where refugees are sometimes
repatriated when their flights are interrupted by
soldiers with guns. Such was the beginning of an
evening of stories when 3 young people — Kyla,
Steve, and Adrian came to St. John’s United
Methodist Church in a black van with huge green
lettering with LINK printed on the side. LINK
stands for Liberty in North Korea. These three
young people are Nomads, unpaid interns travelling
our country raising awareness and funding for this
modern day underground railroad.

Can you imagine what it would take for you to
decide to leave everything you know, thinking what
you have is all there is, and be smuggled into
another communist country where you must live in
hiding or feel that you are constantly being chased?
The stories of homesickness and fear of the
unknown were deeply moving. To view the tension
during the retrieval of a young woman trying to

escape a human trafficking situation in a karaoke
club, the terror of leaving a marriage where you
were purchased by your husband and often beaten
and abused, but knowing that leaving will help your
infant child have a better life...these are stories we
heard and saw in the documentary film ‘Hiding’.

Then was the story of Joseph who lived in the
moment and enjoyed everyone and each experience
of the underground because he believed in life and
living it to the full. He indeed has come to the end
of his flight from oppression and lives, works, and
studies here in the United States. Some refugees
choose to live in South Korea with relatives and
others live in other democratic nations in the world.
LiNK continues to rescue refugees and move them,
at great risk to all involved, to safety.

A special thanks to St. John'’s United Methodist
Church for hosting this event. We worked with St.
John’s UMC to bring the Nomads to Lubbock, and
the teamwork with Craig Rutherford, St. John’s
UMC Missions Chair and Deborah Randolph
Bratcher, President of United Methodist Women
was awesome. There was lots of good food and
warm hospitality thanks to the United Methodist
Women. And, St. John’s UMC members Kathy and
Harvey Morton provided home hospitality for the
Nomads after their presentation.

Death Penalty Vigils

Our UUA position on the death penalty is:
Holding capital punishment as inconsistent with

human life on account of its retributive,
discriminatory, and non-deterrent character.
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General Assemblies of the Unitarian Universalist
Association have opposed capital punishment
restoration or continuance in any form (1961, 1966,
1974, 1979 and 2000). How much longer will we,
as a nation aspiring to democracy and fair play,
condone capital punishment? How much longer will
we, as a nation aspiring to liberty and justice for all,
condone the ultimate loss of liberty for so many,
whose numbers include a disproportionate
percentage of persons of color? As a community of
faith promoting justice, equity, and compassion in
human relations, we call for an end to the death
penalty.

Come join us at St. John’s United Methodist Church
on the following dates from 5:45 pm to 6:15 pm to
stand against the death penalty. On each of these
dates, a prisoner in Texas is scheduled to be
executed. We stand outside on the corner at St.
John’s parking lot, some of us holding signs for the
passing cars to read for part or all of the vigil,
depending on how hot it is. You may join in song
and prayer, or stand silently with our friends and
neighbors, witnessing for an end to the death
penalty.

Ethical Eating: News to Munch On

Probing the Link Between Slaughterhouses and
Violent Crime

Last year, the Toronto Sun ran an article on the
research of Amy Fitzgerald, a Criminology
professor at the University of Windsor. Fitzgerald
was inspired by Upton Sinclair’s novel The Jungle
to look at the connection between the arrival of
slaughterhouses in communities and their rates of

violent crime. Controlling for factors such as the
influx of new residents, high numbers of young
men, and the number of immigrants, she found that
a link really existed. An average-sized
slaughterhouse with 175 employees would annually
increase the number of arrests by 2.24 and the
number of reports by 4.69. The larger the abattoir,
the worse the local crime problem. The correlation
was not as strong for small farms where animals
were killed. More studies are needed to determine
the specific causes of the problem. However,
Fitzgerald was able to determine that the violence
cannot be blamed on factory work itself. She
compared slaughterhouse communities to those
with comparison industries involving dangerous,
repetitive work that did not involve killing animals;
and these were not associated with a rise in crime at
all. “There is something unique about the
slaughterhouses” says Fitzgerald [with] “people
who are actually responsible for slaughtering
thousands of animals a day.” One can only imagine
how dehumanizing it is, how disconnected from
pain and suffering one must become and how
desensitized someone must become to all beings to
face that job on a daily basis. It makes my heart
hurt.
